Program Description

The CIT program is a well-established leadership training program designed to teach teenagers
responsibility and allow them to have fun at the same time. Special training in all areas of camp
programming under the supervision of experienced staff makes this a well-rounded, worthwhile
experience. In order to meet the needs of all maturity levels, the CIT program is divided into the
following three phases:

Phase I: This phase includes all new CITs. Each first time CIT must attend a three-day training
session which focuses on camp rules, basic leadership skills, and youth development strategies. The
final two days of the training week include the opportunity to shadow an experienced CIT while
following the regular camp schedule. The three-day training session is mandatory for all new CITs. The
two-day shadowing experience is optional, and IS included in the training week fee.

Phase II: This phase includes all returning CITs and all those who have completed the Phase I training
in a previous session of the summer. At this stage, CITs work directly with the campers, and they are
expected to put their acquired skills to use. The CITs serve as assistants to counselors and instructors
while fulfilling basic service components to the camp.

Phase llI: This phase is for highly experienced CITs (usually 15 years of age and older and with at
least 3 years already completed in the program). These CITs are invited to serve as junior counselors,
with more responsibility for campers and program areas.

Please note: An intake interview is required before acceptance into the CIT program is granted

HELPFUL PARENT INFORMATION fm

WHAT TO BRING: Swimsuit, towel, & camp bag every day. Jacket or sweater or rain jacket (dress for the weather,
camp operates rain or shine). Camp clothes - normal play clothes. On inclement days, you may want to send an
extra set of clothes and shoes/socks. While most rainy day activities are planned inside, campers do get wet travel-
ing between activities. If prepared, some groups enjoy rain hikes and field games. Hat, insect repellent and sun-
screen are helpful. No sandals please; they are not allowed for horseback riding. Label all belongings. Do not send
expensive clothes or items. We have a lost & found table, but cannot save socks and underwear.

WHAT NOT TO BRING: Please leave all toys, dolls, video games, card games, radios, cell phones &
pets at home. We will not be responsible for their security or replacement. Alcohol, questiona
literature, firearms, drugs, knives, tobacco, obscene materials, any items dangerous or
disruptive to camp are not allowed.

Occasionally campers request to bring in personal camping type equipment to use at activities. Prior
permission from the Camp Director must be obtained for items such as fishing poles, archery bows, knives, or axes,
and they cannot be transported on the bus for safety reasons.

CAMP VISITATION: For security purposes, visitors must sign in at the Camp Office immediately upon entering
Camp. Please adhere to the maximum 5mph speed and park in the visitors parking. Parents are asked to consider
the emotional and behavioral condition of your child before visiting. Sometimes a parent visit does more harm than
good. Positive alternatives are to set aside time each evening to encourage your child to talk about the camp day
and to reinforce a good attitude towards participating in new camp activities and settings.

PARENTS’ NIGHT: The last Friday of each general session, parents and friends are invited to visit camp,
meet the staff, and enjoy the ceremonies and recognition program, starting at 4:30pm. This is a weather
permitting function. More information and a reminder is sent home with the kids on the second Tuesday of
each session. Limited busing is available home for

TRANSPORTATION: We operate buses throughout Broome County in an effort to serve as many youth
as possible. Al buses run all sessions. Bus times ar e
is a little late, especially on the first day of a session. Traffic conditions may vary. The bus should not leave a stop
until the noted time. Campers may have a maximum of 2 stops (one in am and one in pm). Several changes are
confusing and may cause overload situations. Bus lists are made 2 weeks ahead and you will be notified if we must
alter a bus schedule time or route. Buses are radio equipped. We will not leave a camper unless there is a parent
to pick him/her up. The bus will wait a few minutes and then continue on its run. Should you miss the bus in the
afternoon, call camp to arrange drop off or pick up of your child. (CITs may make their own transportation changes).
Please submit in writing if you wish your child to be allowed to walk home alone from the bus stop. Afternoon drop
off times are approximate and are calculated from the am pick up time. Add that time to bus departure time of
4:05pm to get the approximate drop off time. Any bus changes must be given in writing to bus monitor or office
staff.

PARENTS PROVIDING RIDES TO CAMP: Camp gates open at 8:30am. Campers who are
dropped off should be signed in with the counselor on duty or brought to the office. This also
applies when picking up children at the end of the day. If you pick up your child before 3:45 you
must sign him/her out in the office. After 3:45, see the counselor in charge of the walkers to sign
them out. Do not park in the driveway or block buses. Park near the exit gate on the upper part of
the field to stay away from the campers as they board buses.

EARLY PICK UP/LATE DROP OFF: Report to the office and we will call the camper to the office. If you sent a note
we will attempt to have them waiting for you. Please complete early pickups by 3:15. Pickups after this time can
slow down normal dismissal and hold up buses which keeps other parents waiting at bus stops.

Late drop offs should be brought to the office and we will take them to their group, as well as getting them on the
appropriate bus check list.

CAMPER BEHAVIOR/CONDUCT: Expectations are: respect for adults, counselors, CITs and other campers, as

well as for camp property and the environment. Camp rules must be followed; foul or obscene language and fighting

are prohibited. Each camper is responsible for his/her own belongings. Occasionally, certain individuals repeatedly

put these standards to the test. Camp staff will work with parents to come to an understanding about these
standards. Repeated offenders will be dis-enrolled from camp. No refunds will be given.

ODDS & ENDS: Please send all payments and correspondence to: Camp Sertoma/Boys & Girls Clubs of
Binghamton, 90 Clinton Street, Binghamton NY 13905. Minimum enrollment numbers are needed to operate
resident programs. We are licensed by NY State Health Department and inspected a minimum of twice yearly.
